Work has commenced on Hurstville City Council’s new $2.3
million community centre in Morgan Street, Kingsgrove.

The new centre will accommodate Kingsgrove Community
Aid Services and Kingsgrove Child and Family Health
Services, which are currently operating out of the former
Beverly Hills Child and Baby Health Centre at 506 King

Georges Road, Beverly Hills, while construction is underway.

The new community centre will be an important meeting
place for the many community groups with different needs
and interests in the Hurstville local government area. It will
also enable the two organisations to expand and enhance
their services in a spacious, modern facility.

The centre will include two early childhood clinics,
designated parenting support facilities, and meeting spaces
for community and aged care programs. In addition, a new
community hall including a function room, kitchen and toilet
facilities will be available for hire.

The facility is expected to be completed in mid-2009.

With 2008 rapidly drawing to
a close and the Christmas
season upon us, it is a

good time to reflect on
Council’s most significant
achievements over the past 12 months.

These achievements include the completion of the
capital works program, which saw the construction
of 26 new footpaths ($1.1 million spent), re-sheeting
of 22 roads ($1.3 million spent), footpath repairs in
numerous locations ($137,000 spent) and various
improvements to parks, playgrounds and sporting
fields ($511,000 spent).

Other achievements include:

e demolition of two buildings for the construction
of the second access to Hurstville railway station

¢ opening of the Jack High Child Care Centre in
Beverly Hills

e commencement of construction on the
Kingsgrove Community Centre, and

e the initial planning phase of the new bus/rail
interchange at the Woodville Lane extension to
Forest Road.

Private sector investment in our local government
area, including a new Catholic Club, 96-112
Queens Road development, commercial
development by the Masonic Centre at Bridge
Street, East Quarter development, and Woodville
and Barrat Street development, has resulted in
more than 600 hundred construction job
opportunities for our residents. Once completed,
these projects will also an additional 5,000 job
opportunities for the people of our City.

The most important achievement is that Council, for
the second year in a row, has a financial operating
surplus. We plan the same for the years to come.

Council has achieved a great deal over the past 12
months and we will expand on these achievements
in 2009, and beyond.
